General information
What area does Chieveley Parish Cover? 
Chieveley Parish covers Chieveley, Curridge, the hamlet of Oare and part of Snelsmore Common.

How many people live in the Parish?
We currently have 1983 registered electors and 2710 parishioners approximately living in the Parish

What does the Parish Council do?
The Parish Council works closely with West Berkshire District Council providing services for the villages of Chieveley, Curridge and Oare. The council receives a grant from West Berkshire District Council and is responsible for consulting and feeding village opinion to higher levels on such matters as planning applications, West Berkshire Council strategies and other government documentation. Meetings of the council are public.

How are councillors elected?
The residents of the parish elect members of the Parish Council every four years. At the Annual General Meeting of the Parish Council, held every May, the members elect a Chairman and Vice Chairman for the new year.

When does the Parish Council meet?
The Parish Council generally meets on the second Tuesday of every month with the exception of August when there is no meeting. 

Where do the meetings take place?
We vary the venue between the Chieveley Recreation Centre and the Curridge W I Hall. The agenda is put up on notice boards around the parish 3 clear working days before a meeting is due to take place and on the village websites. The agenda confirms the place the meeting will take place and the matters to be considered.  
Can I attend a Parish Council meeting?
Yes you can. There is a 10 minute public participation session at the beginning of the meeting for members of Chieveley Parish to raise a concern or ask a question. Once the formal meeting starts members of the public are welcome to stay and observe but cannot approach the Parish Council or interrupt proceedings.

Who funds the Parish Council?
The Parish Council receives funding from West Berkshire Council in the form of the precept. Each year the Parish Council agrees how much its needs to carry out its duties and to support grant applications it has received.
