The Chieveley Annual Parish Assembly

Did you know that every English Parish must have a Parish meeting for legal reasons? 

The Parish Meeting must assemble annually on a day and time as may be fixed by the Parish Council or if there is no Parish Council by the Chairman of the Parish Meeting.    As Chieveley Parish has a Parish Council the Chairman  ensures that the Parish Meeting,  or as it is known locally in Chieveley the ‘Parish Assembly’,  takes place by inviting the community to the event.  This is done by an advert in the Parish Magazine, information on the website, posters and a local newspaper article.   Each year the Chairman invites different community groups to present at the meeting or provide a written report so the community get to hear or read information about them, about the challenges they face, the successes and aspirations of the groups in the community.  There is time for information sharing and questions and to meet people from the community you may not come across in your day to day life.

This year the Chieveley Parish Annual Assembly is taking place at the Chieveley Village Hall & Recreational Centre RG20 8TE on Tuesday 13 April 2010 at 8pm.  All Chieveley, Curridge, Oare and Snelsmore Common residents are most welcome to attend.
